Question Sheet

Let’s think through some situations to remember God’s promise to love us.

Jill spends two hours cutting out paper snowflakes for a school project. Later, her mom
accidentally throws them away. When her mother apologizes, Jill yells at her, goes to her
room, and slams the door. How is Jill handling this situation in the wrong way? (Getting
angry, losing control, being disrespectful to her mom, etc.) There are times when we all do
wrong things. No matter what we do, does God's love for us change? (No) There are
consequences when we choose to do the wrong thing, but God still loves us.

Do you think God loves us more when we do the right thing? (Allow kids to share) It pleases
God when we want to do the right thing and honor Him, but He doesn’t love us more. His love
is for us is constant and stronger than we could ever imagine.

Can you think of some ways God shows His love for you? (Takes care of us, Gives us people in
our lives who love us, He sent Jesus to take our punishment, etc.) Yes! God shows His love for us
in so many ways. The greatest way He showed His love for us is by sending Jesus to take the
punishment for all the wrong things we do.

Can we do anything to make God stop loving us? (No) He promises to always love us, and He's

a promise keeper!
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
