Valley Community Baptist Church, located in Avon and Simsbury, Connecticut, is looking for qualified 
candidates for the position of Campus Worship and Youth Director. 
 
CHURCH DESCRIPTION 
 
Valley Community Baptist Church, (“VCBC” or “Valley”), a member of Converge (formerly the Baptist 
General Conference), is a vibrant multiplying church. The church is located 15 minutes outside Hartford, 
Connecticut, and averages 1,200 people in worship attendance over our two locations. In the past 20 years, 
Valley has planted two daughter churches and launched two additional campuses. The most recent launch 
is in Simsbury, a community north of the launching campus in Avon. Valley Simsbury Church has a strong 
mission and discipleship impulse and is known for families and individuals committed to “life together, on 
mission, for God’s glory.” VCBC is an evangelical, conservative, congregationally governed, Elder-led, multi-
staff church and is known for: (1) biblical, relevant, multi-style worship services and strong preaching 
ministry; (2) strong ministry to Children, Students; and (3) constant pursuit of innovative ways to do ministry. 
 
POSITION DESCRIPTION 
 
The Worship/Youth Director at the Simsbury Campus reports directly to Valley Simsbury’s Pastor and is 
responsible for leading weekend worship gatherings and directing the campus youth ministry.   
 
REQUIRED SKILLS / EXPERIENCE 
 
The successful candidate will have a history that demonstrates these attributes: 

• Supports and advances the vision and direction of the church in unity with the staff and lay 
leadership.   

• Theological convictions and passion for worship that is biblical, Spirit-filled, and engaging.  
• Demonstrated ability to lead worship that is generationally and culturally relevant.  
• High proficiency in leading worship vocally and instrumentally (guitar or keyboard). Three or more 

years of worship experience is preferred. 
• Strong interpersonal skills with teenagers. 
• Demonstrated experience and results in student discipleship and ministry. Experience in outreach or 

camp ministry a plus.  
• Strong team-building skills that inspire, call, equip, and decisively deploy teams to carry out the 

mission of God. 
• Experience and/or a strong aptitude with sound equipment, video equipment, presentation 

software, etc., a plus.

Simsbury (population 23,000) covers 
about 34 square miles and is located in Hartford County. While the town continues to develop planned 
neighborhoods, the government is sensitive to maintaining its historic charm, making it the quintessential 
New England community.
